III. Information and Discussion Items
a. Accreditation Forum 3/15/2017
Accreditation Forum was well attended and resulted in focused feedback and recommendations from the group. There was a request for support from administration to encourage classified professionals to participate with the support from their managers. An email will go out to the institution from the ALO requesting flexibility within departments to allow for classified participation.
b. Tri-Chair Review and Evidence Gathering
The Guide to Evaluating & Improving Institutions (January 2017 edition) was presented to each council member and tri-chair member. Clarification was requested of the President regarding a response she wrote in regarding the feedback received on the narrative drafts. Dr. Stearns reiterated that our evidence needs to match the statements they are supporting in the Institutional Self-Evaluation Report.

Items highlighted in yellow will need to be researched, located by council and tri-chair members, and sent to Amanda Cannon to post and link in the document.
